Outline of PCC Meeting held on  17 Jan. 
 Particular matters emerging from this meeting :- 

1) The PCC approved the draft of a Summary Mission Action 
Plan for the Parish.  This will be presented to the APCM 
and then submitted to the Bishop. 

2)   The PCC considered the responses received to the 
consultation on proposals for redevelopment of the hall.  It 
was disappointed and the low level of feedback.  It agreed 
that the Resources Committee would consider the options 
and make recommendations to the PCC.

 1. £290 was sent to the Children’s Society after the Christmas activities just passed; this was 
more than double last year’s figure, which was of course mostly snowed off. The charity has 
already sent its thanks and ‘wassails.’ 

 2. The Church accounts look like ending the year with a healthy surplus, mostly as a result of 
virtually full hall use, but also because of a continuing increase in giving after our 
campaign in Autumn 2010. In 2011, we paid our Parish Share to the Diocese in full, in 
advance! 

 3. While 2012 will see a small increase in Hall rental charges to cover utility bills, we cannot 
hope for the same increases in 2012- there is little extra capacity! So we must look to 
ourselves. 

 With the ongoing discussions about the Hall, we cannot ‘rest on our financial laurels,’ to 
which end the PCC approved 2012 Budget assumes that all giving (envelopes and 
collections) will increase by 4%. 

 So, without ‘wishing to teach grandmother, etc,’ if you give £1 a week, you are only being 
asked for an extra 4p a week– but go mad and make it 10p! (coppers are such a nuisance!) If you 
give £10, we are only asking for 40p – could it be 50p? If you give £100 (WOW!), £4 more 
would be so generous!
